& REGISTRATION

*Waiver for Early Entrance:

Early entrance for 3 and 4 year olds is offered on a
limited basis. In order to be considered, children
must turn 3 or 4 between Sept. Ist and Oct. 15th of
the school year and pass an assessment process.

TK registration early entrance waivers are
considered for students who turn 5 between
November 1 and November 15, 2024

Early entrance waivers are not offered for 2 year olds.

Registration for Current EPK Families begins
January 25, 2024.

This includes current staff members, students and
their siblings. Parents must submit completed
registration forms via email or in person to the

director and payment online or in person. Enroliment
is based on a first-come, first-serve basis and
requires payment.

Public Registration begins February 5, 2024.
Public registration is offered to all families in the
community who are interested in enrolling their

children in our program. Public registration will be
conducted online and by mail. Enroliment is based
on a first-come, first-serve basis.

Submit your registration form noting I1st/2nd choices.

Registration payment is required at this time.
Enrolled families will be contacted via phone the first
week in March regarding their child’s placement.

Registration Fee
The non-refundable amount due at registration is a $95
registration fee plus May 2025 tuition. Refunds are not given
even if families move or a child is accepted into another
program. ALL CHECKS SHOULD BE MADE TO EPWORTH UMC.

Monthly Tuition Payment
September tuition and the annual activity fee are due August
Ist. October — April tuition is due the 1st of each month. Parents
are responsible for submitting tuition by the due date. Tuition
paid after the 5th of the month will be assessed a late fee of $10.
A 10% tuition discount is offered for younger siblings and
multiples attending class the same school year and for 2 or 3
year olds doing 2 separate classes MWF and TTH to reach 5
days.

Additional Information/Fees
The activity fee is one time and will be published in July to be
paid in August. Children will participate in a variety of programs
that are both entertaining and educational. The fee helps to
offset the costs of these programs. It is calculated over the
summer and is due with September tuition by August Ist.

An annual calendar is published and distributed in the Parent
Handbook. Preschool classes are in session from Labor Day
through Memorial Day. Transitional Kindergarten begins in late
August or early September and ends at the end of May, based
on the MSDE-required days of instruction.
